Program Description

surprise that scientists needed to invent food or the processes that went into making them in
order to provide soldiers with all-important nourishment. Today, those foods invented for use
during WW?2 can be found from grocery stores to ballparks!

During this live interactive virtual field trip uncover, surprising and entertaining stories behind
some of today's favorite foods that were developed for the WW2 military. Participants will also
become familiar with the history of USS Hornet.
